“hill-topping.”

with a broad orange median band and large submarginal spots. The 
underside is similar and has a red spot near the abdomen. 

Ÿ Caterpillars feed on Parish Goldeneye and sunowers; and the adults 
feed on the ower nectar while pollinating each species.

Ÿ From the Brushfooted family. 

Ÿ They live in desert washes and canyons throughout the southwest.
