Please do your part to help maintain long-term access to this area by staying on the designated roadway and packing out any trash, including old fishing line.
· No access permitted within the Bald Eagle Closure Area.  The area is marked with buoys.  Illegal access by boaters may result in fines, citations and a closure of the Agua Fria boat ramp.  

· The area is open until 12:00 P.M. today.  You must exit back through the entrance gate no later than 12:00 P.M. 
· Motorized travel is allowed on the designated route only.  Do not depart from the one route leading to/from the designated parking area and boat launch ramp.
· This portion of the lake is a no wake zone.
· No shooting allowed in the area.
